Sub-Committee. The sub-committee comprises a team of P&C members who 

volunteer their time to manage the operations of the Canteen. The P&C 

employs a Canteen Manager who implements the direction given by the sub-

committee and leads our three paid Canteen Assistants and volunteer team. 

We rely on volunteers to operate as a working kitchen. Volunteer hands make 

it possible to offer canteen-cooked menu items five days a week. 

Providing a nutritious and delicious menu is a priority in our school canteen. 

We follow the Department of Education requirements set out in their new 

Healthy Canteen Strategy. We are focused on providing as many canteen-

prepared menu items as possible. This would not be possible without the 

assistance of our canteen volunteers. 

We Can’t Do What We Do Without Your Help 

With approximately 500 students at Point Clare Public School, our paid 

employees will never be able to provide recess and lunch counter service, 

and lunch orders on their own. 

We rely on volunteers to keep the canteen in operation. Please consider 

joining our volunteer team, you choose when you volunteer and how 

often.

FULL SERVICE MONDAY TO FRIDAY 
Our menu is available on the school website. Any changes to these menus or special canteen offers are usually 

sent home with students, shared on the Skoolbag app and via email. 

Our Canteen offers recess and lunch orders, as well as a number of over-the-counter items that can be 

purchased during recess and lunch times.  

Lunch Orders can be made ONLINE ONLY. Online ordering saves the Canteen more than two hours of work 

each day. This is a huge help in making our canteen a success. We ask all families to please sign up for online 

orders- we appreciate your support in this area. 

ONLINE ORDERS - MunchMonitor (www.munchmonitor.com). Online ordering can be completed weeks in 

advance, up until 8:15am the day of the order. You can order recess and lunch items.

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CANTEEN VOLUNTEERS NEEDED 
Our School Canteen aims to provide nutritious and delicious healthy meals and snacks for our 

students, with a strong emphasis on canteen-prepared options. This supports the school’s nutrition 

policy and thereby reinforces to our students the best options to keep their bodies healthy. We have 

one canteen employee rostered each day. We rely on volunteers helping each day to operate as a 

working kitchen and achieve our daily tasks. 

Who can help? 
Anyone is welcome to volunteer in the Canteen - mums, dads, grandparents, aunts, uncles, friends, anyone 
who wants to help is very welcome. 

What do I have to do? 
You choose what you feel comfortable doing in the Canteen. Examples include: food preparation, counter 
service, and order entering. All training is provided, no experience is necessary. 

How long and how often do I need to volunteer? 
We appreciate any help you give. You choose how long and how often. All help is valued and makes a 
difference. For example, an hour in the morning entering orders, or a half hour to cover lunch counter service 
makes a big difference, especially on days when no other volunteers are available. You may just want to put 
your name down for our Special Canteen Lunch order days (approximately once a term), or be a backup 
person for days our rostered volunteers can’t make it (when their kids are sick, etc.). Any amount of time that 
you spend volunteering helps to keep the Canteen open. 

Why should I help?  
Our students love their canteen, and they are so excited when someone 
they know is helping out. This is one of the main reasons our volunteers 
help. Others help because they value having healthy options prepared 
from scratch. This takes additional time. Some people help to meet other 
parents and form friendships. Some love to cook, clean, or just help out 
where and when there is a need. 

As a service to the school the Canteen operates to cover its costs, keeping 
our prices as low as possible. It is our volunteers who make this 
achievable. 

If I volunteer will I be harassed to help all the time? 
No, definitely not! We want our volunteers to be happy and to enjoy their 
time in the Canteen. We stick to the help you offer, without pressuring 
you to do more than you want to.
